“Blessed are the meek.” 
Matthew 5:5 

 

 
Who wants to be considered meek? A meek 
tiger doesn’t get ahead in the jungle and a 
meek person doesn’t seem to get ahead in 
this world. To be meek is not always to 
insist on your rights. To be meek is to let 
the other guy get his way while your own 
needs and desires are kept under wraps.
